IT TAKES 2 TO TANGO: ACTIVELY ENGAGE

Introduce yourself!
Explain why you're there & what you hope to accomplish.

Ask your 883, answer what the prof asks you, & take notes.
DON’T expect the prof to do all the talking! This is time to WORK TOGETHER.
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BUDDY UP STAY POSITIVE ASK MORE Qs
GO w/ a classmate. EXPECT it to go IF you still don’t
CONVERSE well. understand once
as a group. SHARE what’s the prof answers,
working for you. . ASK for clarification
